We’ll visit the ruins of Hierapolis, the Temple of Apollo, Necropolis and walk over the magnificent white calcium 

terraces of Pamukkale. Then, we’ll drive to Aphrodisias, home of the famous temple of Aphrodite. Overnight in 

Kuşadası, Aydın 

Day 7, Thursday  

You will go back to the past and enjoy history while you are touring Ephesus and visiting the Temple of Artemis. In 

the afternoon it is possible to buy leather goods. Overnight in Kuşadası. 

Day 8, Friday
