✓ 1.Positive statement + Negative Tag (Cümle olumlu ise, kullanacağımız soru eki olumsuz olur)
• You are a pupil, aren’t you?
• Ayşe is from England, isn’t she?
• He plays football on Tuesdays, doesn’t he?

X 2.Negative statement + Positive Tag (Cümle olumsuz ise, kullanacağımız soru eki olumlu olur) 
• You don’t like fish, do you? 
• She doesn’t study, does she?
• Jack isn’t from France, is he?

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We use possessive pronouns to say who something belongs to. We use them instead of a noun. 
(Bir şeyin kime ait olduğunu söylemek için iyelik zamirlerini kullanırız. Bu zamirleri ismin yerine kullanırız.)

—This is my phone – This phone is mine.
(Bu benim telefonum – Bu telefon benimki)
—That is his car — The red car? It’s his.
(Bu onun arabası – kırmızı araba mı ? O, onunki)
—This is our classroom –The classroom is ours.
(Bu bizim sınıfımız – Bu sınıf bizimki)
